Look up ideas for 
a Prayer Closet.  

• If you’re at church, you can  just bow your heads and have some 
quiet time.  Maybe have some soft instrumental music playing 
in the background.  

• Tell the kids that we are going to spend a little bit of time 
talking to God.  You can talk about anything you want.  Maybe 
you have a question for Him.  Maybe you just want to tell Him 
you love him.  Maybe you are sorry about something. Maybe 
you want to thank him for something.

• You will know when they get restless that the time is up.  As 
you do this more often, the time the pray will be longer.
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
