On February first, 2024, I received a question from what is being published in the 
VISION magazine of December 2023 Issue 117; “Is it true that ‘little children 
who die before the age of accountability are saved in the Celestial 
Glory’?”.

For our study, we first need to define many of the words 
we will be using.

Thesis Statement
God is a just and fair God and not a respecter of 
persons. 

Therefore, every person born of mankind, has an equal 
opportunity to inherit Immortality and Eternal life in 
the Celestial Kingdom here on earth or eternal death 
and damnation in the lake of fire.

Terms & Definitions 
Soul:  The soul of man is when the body and the spirit are together.

Mortal Life:  Mortal life is the life we are living now, when the body and the spirit 

are together. Man is mortal and is subject to death.  He is made up of the body and the 
spirit.  At death, the physical body goes to the grave, which might be in the earth, the 
sea, or even in space. The spirit returns to God, the creator who formed man from the 
dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life.

Heaven: Heaven is traditionally the location of the throne of God as well as the holy 

angels. In most forms of Christianity, Heaven is also understood as the abode for the 
righteous dead in the afterlife, usually a temporary stage before the resurrection of the 
dead and the saints' return to the New Earth.

Paradise: A place of rest and learning for the righteous. A place of rest and learning 

for those who died without the law, including little children, and those who did not 
know Jesus Christ.



Terms & Definitions 
Heathen: There are many definitions of the word heathen. For this study, a heathen 
is a person who has never heard of or learned of Jesus Christ, having had no 
opportunity in his mortal life to do so. 

Righteousness: Purity of heart and morally correct behavior or thinking; 
conformity of heart and life to the divine law. It includes all we call justice, honesty 
and virtue, with holiest of  affections.

Wickedness: A departure from the rules of the divine law; evil disposition or 
practices; immorality; crime; sin; sinfulness; corrupt manners Wickedness generally 
signifies evil practices. Wickedness expresses the corrupt dispositions of the heart.

Repentance: Sorrow or deep contrition for sin, as an offense and dishonor to God. 
It is a violation of his holy law and is accompanied and followed by amendments of 
life. Repentance is a change of mind, or a conversion from sin to God. Repentance is 
the relinquishment of any practice, from a conviction that it has offended God.



Terms & Definitions 
Innocent:  One free from guilt or harm; without evil design.

Hell: The place or state of punishment for the wicked and a place of learning and 
repentance after death.  Hell is NOT the eternal “Lake of Fire and 
Domination.

Hades: There is a confusing word in several versions of the bible called Hades.  
Hades is the Greek term for the deity of the underworld and the abode of 
the dead.  Some bibles use the Hebrew word sheʼohlʹ and its Greek 
equivalent haiʹdes more than 70 times. Both words are related to death. 
Some Bible translations render them as “grave,” “hell,” or “pit.” However, in 
most languages there are no words that convey the precise sense of these 
Hebrew and Greek words. The word Hades is not found in the King James 
Bible nor in the Inspired version of the Bible. It is also not found in Book of 
Mormon nor in the Doctrine and Covenants. Therefore, in this study the 
word Hades will not be used.



Terms & Definitions 
Purgatory: (In Roman Catholic doctrine) a place or state of suffering inhabited by 
the souls of sinners who are expiating their sins before going to heaven.  Purgatory 
is not found in the King James nor the Inspired versions of the bible.

Prison House:  Not clearly defined but seems to be a part of Hell. A place of 
torment yet a place of learning where Jesus went to teach. (Also called Purgatory in 
the Roman Catholic doctrine) 

Pit:  The Pit is for those condemned to the lake of fire and brimstone, with the Devil 
and his angels, and the only ones who shall not be redeemed of the Lord at the final 
judgment because they have committed the unpardonable sin of blasphemy against 
the Holy Spirit.

Millennial Reign:  Millennialism (from millennium, Latin for "a thousand 
years"), or chiliasm (from the Greek equivalent), is a Golden Age that will occur on 
Earth when Christ returns with the resurrected saints to teach all those who died 
without the law.



Terms & Definitions 

Little Season: At the end of the 1,000 years, Satan will be set free for a short time and 
men will again begin to deny their God. 

Telestial Glory: The Telestial Glory is the lowest of the three degrees of glory. 
Because of their refusal to accept Jesus as their Savior, these individuals will remain in 
Hell for the 1,000 years during the millennial reign of Christ and during the Little 
Season following. They will then be resurrected and receive an immortal physical body 
and be assigned to the telestial kingdom. But where God and Christ dwell they cannot 
come. The Telestial Glory is called the “Glory of the Stars”.

Terrestrial Glory: The Terrestrial Glory is the middle of the three degrees of glories 
and corresponds to the "Glory of the Moon". Those who will inhabit this glory are those 
who have lived repentant lives and have accepted Jesus Christ as their savior but were 
“blinded by the craftiness of men” and have rejected the fullness of the Father. They are 
also those who are “not valiant in the testimony of Jesus" after having received it. 



Terms & Definitions 

Celestial Glory:  The Celestial Glory is the highest of the three 

degrees of glory. It is referred to as the “Glory of the Sun”. The Celestial 
Glory will be the residence of those who have been judged righteous by 
accepting the teachings of Jesus Christ and made and lived up to all the 
requirements of Jesus Christ, including being “valiant in the testimony of 
Jesus”.  The Earth will become the Kingdom of the Celestial and the 
permanent residence of God the Father, Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit.

“Poor in Spirit” is a quite difficult phrase to understand. 
The word for “poor” in Greek (Ptochos) literally means 
having nothing, reduced to begging, like a beggar, totally 
broke.

“Spiritually poor” is exactly what it sounds like. It is a 
state when you realize that you have nothing and need 
constant help.

The opposite of “Poor in Spirit” is “proud in spirit”.
